Monday:  7:00 group breakfast, scripture, devotion and prayer;  James 1:22-27  “Called to do”.                               (Devotion time each morning was brief, but hopefully meaningful,  as sleep was sparse and work to do.)
                            8:00 transit; 8:20 AM  meet Disaster Response Co-ordinator Rev. David R Delaney 609-703-4201; completed additional waiver forms; receive first two assignments.  Transit to first worksite.  

         

9:30-10:30 AM:  Single story home of Mr. Harrison, 1614 McKinley Ave., Atlantic City; remove insulation from crawl space under house  (on your belly work).  This was started by a previous team that left difficult to access areas…we reached with rakes and tools, and by removing and replacing vent covers at ground level.  Bagged and curbed all debris, including picking up ground debris (litter) from immediate area.  (Transit to next site.) 

11:00- 4:00 parsonage of Asbury UMC, home of Rev. & Mrs. William Williams (215-888-5806). Inspected furnace and water heater – to be replaced by supplier.  Removed moisture laden ceiling boards from lower level of home.  Removed damp insulation.  A previous team had removed drywall wallboards and stair carpet but left nails in studs, carpet tacks, tack strips, and staples on stairs.  We removed all nails from studs, and pulled all tack strips, staples, etc. from stairs.  At Rev. Williams request also pulled carpet and tack strips, staples from the stairs from main entrance to living room.   Bagged and carried to curbside all debris, picked up debris and litter from front and back of home.

                           

4-5pm  transit to Asbury UMC to look at next day’s work.  We advised Rev. Williams to obtain insurance authorization prior to our start of work; it was obtained in time for our next day’s start.


            

5-6pm return to Seaville UMC.  Prepared evening meal, 7:30 meal time; Team watched Monday night football till half time in Church library; turned in early.

Before leaving Mrs. Jackson’s home we had, by permission, prayer circle with her in the midst of her ruin; we blessed each other.  

7:00 PM shower at Houser’s home….9pm eat at Dino’s Diner; 10:30 pm return to Seaville UMC.

9:30 AM  Mr. & Mrs. Marvin Hill, son & grandson, Kyle.  508 Sewell Ave., Atlantic City, 609-442-4473
                  Rev. Stains (in college worked as a mover) helped family finish packing up kitchen.  Removed and carried to curb refrigerator, stove, sink, all kitchen counters and cabinets; floor tiles, drywall, exposing the wall brick.  Picked up flood debris & litter from front, side, rear of home, raked and bagged leaves and readied yard for winter (couple guys able to do while others prepared kitchen…too small an area for everyone.)  Mr. Hill, a forty year music director of his church, played piano and we joined in a short hymn sing.  Bill witnessed to the scrap metal dealer who gathered the curbside metals, who was in fact already born again who witnessed back, and we soon had a prayer circle in the street with he and his helpers, blessing each other.  A neighbor came over and asked for help, but as we were finishing the day and leaving for Pennsylvania, we listened, shared, and referred to his pastor and/or FEMA for assessment and work listing.  At 4PM, time of departure, the Hill family joined us on the front sidewalk; the family and team took each other’s photos, then prayer circled.  We anointed the elder Hill for healing, and prayed blessings upon the home and community, and each other.  The Hills expressed fervent thanksgiving.  At 4:30, after inventorying and verifying the equipment trailer we left the Hill family, Atlantic City, and New Jersey. The team split, with one vehicle going directly home while the Church Van towed the equipment trailer back to the NJ home (further North) of Liz and Dan McDevitt – 1861 Paterson Ave., Whiting, NJ 08759   732-779-9031 for the next Pa team pickup (Rev. Rick Nelson’s team of Dec 27th).  1st vehicle arrived back in Ligonier 9:45 PM; the Van at 12 midnight.   

For this team of five men, we all agreed that the need was great and the work performed was appreciated; we all would have liked to have stayed longer, and will likely return in the near future.  To drive along and realize that all the homes you can see have likely suffered similar damage is mind boggling.  With the Hurricane and connecting storm having arrived October 29th and lasting a week, the work around us appeared to be virtually “the day after” rather than six weeks into recovery.
