2012 Ramps of Hope Report

The following are conservative estimates, but are in the general ball park for 2012.
· 36 ramps completed
· 6 work parties to build modules
· 180 servants (volunteers)

· 2200 work hours + 350 (module construction/Asbury/Glenwood/south Harborcreek) + 90 (ramp inspections and nonskid) + 36 (intake/ordering/etc)
· Servant support includes some college students from Edinboro, and youth from three different youth groups, and approx 18 UM churches and a couple of non-UMCs. 
· 6 or 7 of those ramps were build by Asbury UMC, Glenwood UMC, and South Harborcreek UMC, under the umbrella of Ramps of Hope – I did not include work hours for them. Estimates would be probably at least 50 hours per ramp, so you could easily    add another 300-400 hours if you include module construction time. There were probably some additional servants (volunteers) on those builds that I do not have record of because i was not there.
· I'd add another 80-100 hours for ramp inspections and putting new nonskid on our older ramps, and some follow up and visitations with recipients.
· Add another 1-2 hours per ramp for intake activities, ordering lumber, etc.

 

My husband and I made 2 trips to Central America this year. Total time there was approx. 30 days. Our work days are usually 10-12 hours each. So that's about 600 work hours there. Work was teaching/trainig, home visitations to families affected by disability, and Wheelchair distributions. 

 

Hope that helps with your report. I continue to be amazed by what God is doing in and through His people in my neck of the woods and I am humbled beyond words that He is using even me to help lead His people out in service into the world. With God, all things are possible.
